The remaining funds are distributed through Church World Service (CWS)
who provide emergency assistance to people worldwide. CWS was here
when the dams broke in 2021 by providing necessary cleaning and hygiene
supplies to those in need.

Once again this year, CWS is focusing on “Building Global Resilience” and
highlighting how temperature increases, changes in rainfall patterns, and
the slow-onset of climate change will affect, and in some cases devastate,
vulnerable communities in the future. This is why our CROP Hunger Walk is
so important.
