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The Midland Area CROP Hunger Walk has been a staple in the Midland
Community for more than 50 years! In fact, it is one of the longest or THE
longest running fundraising walk in the Midland area. Over the past 52
years, Midlander’s have raised well over $1.3 million dollars of which 25% of
these funds have remained in the Midland Area to help fight hunger. The
agencies who benefit from these funds are:

Midland County Food Assistance Network
Midland’s Open Door
The Salvation Army Food Program

The remaining funds are distributed through Church World Service (CWS)
who provide emergency assistance to people worldwide. CWS was here
when the dams broke in 2021 by providing necessary cleaning and hygiene
supplies to those in need and is currently assisting folks in Texas affected
by the floods there.

This year, CWS is focusing on “Chickens, Beans, and Big Dreams” and
throughout this theme it shows that seeds don’t just grow—they take
root in families' futures. Climate resistant and fast-growing beans provide
nutition and the opportunity to sell excess crops to purchase chickens.
The chickens lay eggs, which can be sold or incubated to grow into more
chickens, creating a sustainable cycle of income. With these resources,
families can send their children to school turning dreams into reality. This
is why our CROP Hunger Walk is so important.
